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Many good tips were given as she worked on a sample piece: underpainting 

base is warm... put masking tape on the easel to keep it clean... rotate the 

painting to make edges easier to paint... blend with a soft brush... use a clean 

dry brush to clean up areas where paint isn’t wanted... periodically step back 

and view at a distance... first layers appear flat but final layers have depth and 

shadows... and varnish only at the end when totally dry.

Anna gave us a live demonstration of her style of painting, following the 

general meeting at the McLean Community Center last month. Her works 

are small and rich in depth and luminosity, similar to Dutch Old Masters. 

The background is usually dark and the subject stands out, both built 

through many layers of transparent glazes. By varying the value and color 

of the glaze, she transforms flat objects into an image you can almost 

reach out and touch. 

Anna doesn’t normally paint from photos but rather sets up the objects 

with proper lighting to achieve the shadows she wants. The subject matter 

is usually contemporary, such as candy and figurines, and often with the 

touch of humor. She makes preliminary drawings and when the 

composition is right, she transfers the drawing to the painting surface. 

This is followed by underpainting in sepia. Then she starts the work of 

adding translucent paint to adjust and give depth. Each layer is allowed to 

dry before the next is applied. Anna has more than one piece in process as 

drying takes time. 

Anna is a member of the Washington Arts Club, Touchstone Gallery, Capital Artists Collective, 

and also shows at other venues.
